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DESCRIPTION

The course includes a combination of lectures, assigned readings, guest speakers, individual assignments, and two exams. It focuses on many aspects of construction safety and health including theories and concepts, standards, legal and economical issues, workers compensations, and OSHA regulations. It also examines safety and health applications on construction job sites including safety plans, hazard analysis, accident investigation and reporting, and emergency response plans. Additionally, the course covers construction related health issues such as musculoskeletal disorders and blood borne pathogens. Engineering interventions and ergonomics issues are also covered.
